Peace to you fellow gospel ministers of Lake County, in the name of our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ, and at such a time.  Please read Esther 4:13-17
This letter along with the package of books are being sent out to every Lake County minister, to make the appeal for our consideration of the present crisis in America regarding religious warfare over church and state.  Please consider the following especially in respect to the upcoming “Ten Commandments Sunday.”

December 1, 1773.  James Madison writes a letter to William Bradford asking the question “Is an Ecclesiastical (Church) Establishment absolutely necessary to support civil society and a supreme Government, and how far is it hurtful to a dependent state?”

September 25, 1789.  The answer to this question as to the necessity of a Church establishment being part of the construct of our nation was answered when the first of twelve amendments were proposed.  The 1st Amendment reads, “Congress shall make no law respecting an establishment of religion, or prohibiting the free exercise thereof; or abridging the freedom of speech, or of the press, or the right of the people peaceably to assemble, and to petition the Government for a redress of grievances.”
It is now July 4th 2007, almost 218 years since that amendment was passed and we have been truly blessed as a nation for having such an amendment, which provides liberty of the conscience to believe, to choose, and to experience faith in God.  And yet, isn’t it amazing, that at this time when the Word of God is going into all the nations of Earth by the written page, tapes, cd’s, DVD/video, internet, TV, and radio, we find that individual mega-political-ministries in America such as CBN (700 Club), D. James Kennedy’s Coral Ridge Hour, have found it necessary to attempt a religious coup of sorts against the Unites States Constitution.
When we factor in the teachings of Jesus Christ, the Lord and Head of the Church body, we find an altogether different response of how to respond to sinful unbelieving individuals other than the spirit that has militarized the Religious Right. Comparatively, we have found that the teachings of Jesus Christ and the Apostles of our Lord directly oppose the present movements in progress.  Remember when the disciples asked Jesus if they should call fire down from heaven to devour the Samaritan village that would not receive Him?  Luke 9:55, 56  “But He (Jesus) turned, and rebuked them, and said, Ye know not what manner of spirit ye are of.  For the Son of man is not come to destroy men's lives, but to save them.
Far from us being anti- religious right, but more so, being cognizant of our shared European American history, we as true Protestant followers of Jesus Christ seek to appeal to our various denominated brethren to consider what He (Jesus Christ) has said that we should do before leaping forward into an enterprise that in the end will destroy our nation as we know it.  Jesus Christ’s life teachings are the Truth that will shed light upon our path.
Ecumenism, which seeks to provide a unity of minds around a given societal purpose, has been shown to water down both the Gospel and the authority of God’s Word.  In principal, every one of us will have to stand before God to give an answer for what we have received both in mercy and in knowledge.  Freely ye have received, freely give is the teaching of our Master Teacher, therefore we are obeying the Lord by sharing these few books Great Controversy and America and the Ten Commandments recounting the history of the Church from the time of the Apostles down to our present day, and addressing the current issues of relevance. 
Please review the Biblical principles of Christian faith in society on the back of this letter along with the books we have sent, and please give us a reply whether you agree or not with the religious-political movements now in progress.  Finally, please prayerfully consider this as an important matter of discussion for all churches.  Sincere regards and Jesus Christ’s Agape to you all, from the Lake County 7th Day Christian Church Brethren.

The following are principles of Jesus Christ regarding sharing the faith and its rejection.

Religious Right Issues
PRAYER-The religious right is saying that our children aren’t allowed to pray in school, and they have campaigned hard to make it law.  They also have sought to 
humiliate schools of whom they say are anti-prayer. By the use of “Meet you at the Pole” tactics, they use parents an children making this a socio-political issue.
10 COMMANDMENTS-Currently the religious right is arguing to get a “generic version” of the Decalogue hanged in various public buildings, thus seeming to support God’s Law.  However, they do not represent the entire text of the Biblical Law of God.
BEING PERSECUTED FOR OUR FAITH-In our present society, which is secularized because of the selfishness of human nature, it also desires to retaliate against spiritual principle, therefore many Christians feel persecuted, and thus have now resorted to going to civil judges to have, “their beliefs and rights respected.”
A CHRISTIAN AMERICA-700 Club founder Pat Robertson, D. James Kennedy, and Jerry Falwell, have decided to create the perception of “the good ole days” idea that America was moral at one time.  They want to go one step further to make America Christian by the use of civil law.  Can we actually agree to put ourselves under the teachings of one person or system other than Jesus Christ?
JUDGING OURSELVES VERSUS THE UNBELIEVER-With men like Howard Stern, Larry Flint, Madonna, and others, “what will become of our nation”, the religious right says?  But isn’t there a lot of sin in the Church nowadays?  Should not they remove the beam out of their own eyes?

What Jesus Christ an His Apostles Taught
Matthew 6:5, 6  And when thou prayest, thou shalt not be as the hypocrites are: for they love to pray standing in the synagogues and in the corners of the streets, that they may be seen of men. Verily I say unto you, They have their reward.  But thou, when thou prayest, enter into thy closet, and when thou hast shut thy door, pray to thy Father which is in secret; and thy Father which seeth in secret shall reward thee openly.

Hebrews 8: 10, 11  For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, saith the Lord; I will put my laws into their mind, and write them in their hearts: and I will be to them a God, and they shall be to me a people:  And they shall not teach every man his neighbour, and every man his brother, saying, Know the Lord: for all shall know me, from the least to the greatest.
Matthew 5:10, 44; 23:34 Blessed (Happy) are they which are persecuted for righteousness' sake: for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.  But I say unto you, Love your enemies, bless them that curse you, do good to them that hate you, and pray for them which despitefully use you, and persecute you;  Wherefore, behold, I send unto you prophets, and wise men, and scribes: and some of them ye shall kill and crucify; and some of them shall ye scourge in your synagogues, and persecute them from city to city:  
John 18:35, 36; Matthew 22:19-21  Pilate answered, Am I a Jew? Thine own nation and the chief priests have delivered thee unto me: what hast thou done?  Jesus answered, My kingdom is not of this world: if my kingdom were of this world, then would my servants fight, that I should not be delivered to the Jews: but now is my kingdom not from hence.  Shew me the tribute money. And they brought unto him a penny.  And he saith unto them, Who’s is this image superscription? They say unto him, Caesar's. Then saith he unto them, Render therefore unto Caesar the things which are Caesar's; and unto God the things that are God's.
Matthew 9:10-13  And it came to pass, as Jesus sat at meat in the house, behold, many publicans and sinners came and sat down with him and his disciples. Romans 13:1-10- Why obey the civil law?

1. It is the higher power 

2. It is a divine ordinance. See Deut chapters 12-26 for a list of various ordinances both religious and civil during theocracy.

3. Resistance brings damnation both in this world, and in the one to come. Bears the sword, gun, club, etc…

4. Rulers (policemen, judges, mayors, governors) judge between good and evil. Ye shall know them by their fruits. Matt 7:16

5. Has power to incarcerate or put to death. Under the theocracy, incarceration was used before trial. Deut 15:29-36

6. We must free ourselves from all known evil. Our conscience is at stake. John 8:1-10 shows how evil perverts judgment. In Acts 23:1-3 Paul stood before the Sanhedrin and said he had lived in all good conscience. That is to say, he followed the will of God. When he declared this to them however they smacked him on the mouth, which he said was contrary to law. In Acts 24, Paul stood before Felix, the Judean Governor to answer charges made by Annas the High priest and Tertullus the orator 

whom Annas had hired. However, Paul said, I have lived in all good conscience before God and men. Verse 16

7. We must render due taxes, reverence, and honor to all government officials. Why? They are God’s ministers.

This is a foundational study upon which we all should build to understand the implications of obedience to both God and man. We should also know and consider also where the lines are drawn, not only in the Bible, but also at present in the very documents of the founders of our great nation, so that we know where we are at liberty and where we are not.  Patrick Henry spurred on the creation of the Virginia militia in preparation of the Revolutionary War with the words, “Give me liberty or give me death. Obviously he and others lived under quite different circumstances than we do today. But do we appreciate his words of being of both civil and religious significance? I hope so. Because Jesus was obedient even unto death, and we must die to self, and what we in our conscience know to be evil daily. May God grant us a double portion of His Spirit for this task.
